Aus welchen Teilen besteht die Priifung?

Im zweiten Teil folgen Aufgaben zum Leseverstehen, zum Wortschatz
und zum Kompetenzbereich Schreiben. Welche Aufgabenformate und Text-
sorten dich genau in den einzelnen Priifungsteilen erwarten, kannst du in den
entsprechenden Kapiteln in diesem Buch unter ,,Mogliche Aufgabenformate in
der Prifung® nachlesen.

Gibt es inhaltliche Schwerpunkte?

Fir die kommende Priifung wurden Grof3britannien und Neuseeland als Be-
zugskulturen ausgewihlt.

On March 17, people around the world celebrate
the Irish holiday of Saint Patrick’s Day. It is a major
holiday in Ireland, but the rest of the world has in-
fluenced its celebration as much as the Irish them-
selves.

Most Americans think of Saint Patrick’s Day as a big
party, but its beginnings in Ireland were religious.
Ireland is a mostly Roman Catholic country. Saint
Patrick lived on the island more than 1,500 years
ago, and he is widely considered to have established
Christianity in the country. The Church honoured
him with a holy day in the 17th century. March 17
marks the date of his death. Saint Patrick is believed
to have served in Ireland as a Catholic bishop. One
story says that he drove all the snakes out of Ireland.
The average Irish person honoured March 17 quietly.
Attending church services was the main activity. In
fact, most businesses that served alcohol would close
on that day. In the early 1900s, Ireland’s government
made Saint Patrick’s Day an official holiday. By the
1960s, towns across Ireland started celebrating the
holiday with parades and music. In Ireland today,
Saint Patrick’s Day is a four-day public celebration
thatincludes parades, music, food, and games.

For Irish people living outside Ireland, Saint Pat-
rick’s Day became a chance to celebrate their Irish
identity and culture. Now, countries and cities
around the world celebrate March 17 in creative
ways. Many countries hold Saint Patrick’s Day pa-
rades. Famous monuments, including the Great Wall
of China, the Colosseum in Rome, the Niagara Falls,
and the Gateway of India in Mumbai will all be col-
oured by green light for the day.

The U.S. is especially famous for its Saint Patrick’s
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«

Day celebrations. Many cities with large Irish com-
munities, like Boston, New York and Chicago, hold
parades and parties. Cities will also colour local riv-
ers green for the day. Ireland is known as the “Em-
erald Isle” because the country is covered in deep
green grass.

However, many modern Saint Patrick’s Day tradi-
tions were invented by the Irish in America. In the
U.S. on Saint Patrick’s Day, it is common for Ameri-
cans to drink green beer or eat corned beef and cab-
bage, but many of these traditions are not really Irish.
Neil O’Flaherty, an Irish citizen now living in the
U.S., remembers celebrating Saint Patrick’s Day
much differently than it is now. Back then, for
Catholic families in Ireland, it was the day you had
to go to church. It had much more the feeling of a
religious holiday than a public holiday. He also re-
members everyone wearing small, three-leaf plant
pieces, called shamrocks.

No matter how people celebrate March 17, Saint Pat-
rick’s Day is a day for everyone to be Irish.

The best way to travel around the country is prob-

driving on the wrong side of the road!” The Irish
drive on the left, so if you rent a car, be careful and
don’t drive too fast on Ireland’s narrow country

If you travel to Cork, you must visit Blarney Castle,
one of Ireland’s greatest treasures, built in 1446.
Legend says if you kiss the Blarney Stone - a rock
35 in the castle wall — you’ll be able to communicate
so much better and you’ll never be lost for words!
Tip 6
But wherever you go, don’t forget to take a break
in the afternoon and have a good old ‘cuppa’. Irish
40 people just love their afternoon tea and biscuits. I
learned from the Irish that ‘having a cuppa’ means
so much more than the words. You sit together
with other people, you drink tea, you talk, and you
learn about each other.
