Ubungsaufgaben sowie die Originalaufgaben 2019-2022. Sie enthalten je-
weils eine Aufgabe zum ,,.Debate Club®, bei der du einen argumentativen Text
verfassen musst. Bis auf die Priifung 2022 enthalten alle Schreibaufgaben auch
eine Mediation. Wie schon 2022 entfillt die Mediation auch 2023 in der Zen-
tralen Priifung, aber es ist trotzdem sinnvoll, diese Aufgabenform zu iiben, da
sie in Klassenarbeiten der 10.

Depending
on the length of your answer to the first question, you may get another question.
So when it's your turn, be prepared to answer each question in about 3—4 sen-
tences (don’t stop talking after only one sentence but don't talk too much, either —
allow the other candidates to have their share in this part, too).

To each of the three questions in Part 1, you'll find two sample solutions which go
in different directions. Of course these are only suggestions and your answer can
be quite different but still very good. You'll find general hints for the questions as
well as ideas and aspects you could possibly name in the individual “Hint” sec-
tions to the questions.

wI\lIP Tell me how you like to spend your holidays and why.

This question revolves around your favourite way of spending your free time dur-
ing school holidays. You've probably had quite a lot of holidays, possibly with a
range of different activities. Think of which of these activities or occupations you
prefer and why you like them so much.

I try to make my
holidays as different to a typical school day as possible. I really need that to re-
charge my batteries. After one or two lazy days I mostly feel like doing some
activities like jogging or meeting my friends.

m Answer 2:

I love travelling around the world. Luckily for me, my parents have paid for all
the trips that I’ve gone on with them so far. I’ve been to many different places all
around the world. I usually can’t wait to board the plane, discover new places and
go on new adventures. Moreover, I always try to learn a few words in the language
of the country we’re travelling to. That’s how I can communicate with the locals
and learn about their culture and traditions.

HINT Have you ever considered combining travelling and working in your
holidays? Why (not)?

Theoretically, this question could be answered with a simple short answer like
“Yes, | have” or “No, | haven't”, but you should never leave it at that. A good an-
swer is longer and includes explanations and fillers. You could for example start
by saying “Well, | have to admit that | haven't, but it's a great idea ...”.

The additional question “Why (not)?” explicitly asks for reasons, so you have to
come up with arguments and/or examples, personal experiences, etc.

Again, the table will give you a few ideas how you could structure your answer:

Fast iiberall in Berlin kann man sie sehen: Street-Art bzw. Graffiti. Waren die auf
Winde gesprayten Bilder bis vor nicht allzu langer Zeit weitgehend verpont, so
werden sie heutzutage immer beliebter und von der Gesellschaft zunehmend ak-
zeptiert.

erst die Punks, aber auch andere Gruppen

streams, wie z.B. tiirkische Migranten,
die sich durch Street-Art kiinstlerisch ausdriickten. Mit der Zeit entwickelten sich
verschiedene Graffiti-Techniken und Street-Art-Stile. Die Kiinstler wollten tiber
ihre Werke nicht selten auch politische Botschaften aussenden. Besonders deutlich
wurde dies in den Graffiti auf der westlichen Seite der Berliner Mauer. Da es in
West-Berlin lange Zeit noch zahlreiche Kriegsschiiden? gab, wurde die Street-Art
sogar von der Politik, z. B. mit Wettbewerben, gefordert, weil Bombenliicken und
Brandwinde durch Graffiti kaschiert werden konnten. Aber auch in Ost-Berlin gab
es Street-Art. So gestaltete in den 1980er-Jahren ein Kiinstler aus Nicaragua die
Fassaden von Plattenbauten in Marzahn. Die kiinstlerische Freiheit in der DDR
war jedoch stark eingeschrinkt, da sich die Wandbilder am ,,Sozialistischen Rea-
lismus® zu orientieren hatten.

Nach dem Fall der Mauer im Jahr 1989 arbeiteten Street-Artisten aus West-
Berlin mit Kiinstlern aus dem Ostteil der Stadt zusammen. Da nun auch viele
Kiinstler aus aller Welt nach Berlin kamen und mit ihren Bildern z. B. die East
Side Gallery, den groBten erhaltenen Teil der Berliner Mauer, gestalteten, wurde
Berlin zur internationalen Metropole der Street-Art. Im Jahr 2006 schlieBlich be-
kam die Stadt von der UNESCO sogar die Auszeichnung ,,City of Design* verlie-
hen.

Nachdem Street-Art in den letzten Jahren nicht gern gesehen war und sogar
strafrechtlich verfolgt wurde, scheint nun eine neue Hochphase dieser Kunst an-
gebrochen zu sein. Manchmal werden Wandbilder, z. B. von Hausbesitzern, auch
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40 extra in Auftrag gegeben. Mit der zunehmenden Kommerzialisierung werden
Graffiti mit politischen und kritischen Botschaften jedoch immer seltener.

In West Berlin, street art was even supported by the government
because graffiti could cover up damages to buildings left by the
war. There was also street art in East Berlin, for example on
apartment blocks. However, street artists in socialist Eastern Ger-
many weren’t free to choose their styles or express their political
opinions.

After the fall of the Berlin Wall, street artists from West and East
Berlin worked together, and a lot of international street artists
came to the city. They painted the East Side Gallery, for example,
the biggest part which remains of the Berlin Wall. In 2006, Berlin
was awarded the title “City of Design” by UNESCO.

Street art is becoming popular again, after it was previously even
considered a criminal offence. However, street art is getting more
and more commercialized, and there’s less graffiti with political
or critical messages.

That’s what I can tell you about street art in Berlin for now. I
think it’s an interesting project because it combines art and cul-
ture with political and social aspects. What do you think about it?

Transcript 1  Survival Stories

Story One

It was a Tuesday. I was driving down Route 408 with my dog, Sako, a King Shep-
herd, in the passenger seat when my truck suddenly slipped off the road and rolled
down an embankment into the woods. We were thrown from the vehicle and eve-
rything went black.

When I came to again, I soon realized I was stuck at the bottom of a ravine and
couldn’t move because I had broken my leg badly. Luckily, Sako was by my side
out there in the cold, harsh wilderness.

To stay warm, Sako laid on top of me, providing shared body heat that pre-
vented me from freezing to death. And to avoid dehydration, he dragged me right
up to a nearby stream so that I could drink some water to help keep my body
functioning properly.

Not only that, but Sako protected me fearlessly from all the coyotes and other
animals that wanted to make me their lunch.

Story Two
I’m an extreme marathon runner, and my biggest challenge ever was the six-day
race through the Sahara desert.

There were only 80 of us running, so most of the time I was on my own. In the
evenings, though, everyone would pitch tents and hang out telling stories. It was
fun.

But the wind that had started out the morning of the fourth day turned into a
very violent sandstorm. Eight hours later, the landscape had completely trans-
formed. I had a compass and a map, a knife, a sleeping bag, plenty of dehydrated
food in my backpack, and half a bottle of water, but I also had a big problem — I
was lost.
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I'knew I had to be very careful. I drank the water as slowly as I could and would
only walk during the cooler hours of the day.

On the second day, a helicopter flew towards me, but they didn’t see me or my
small flare gun. So I almost gave up.

But no, I kept walking. I was an athlete after all, and I had trained well.

I walked in the desert for days, eating snakes and lizards raw. I think my inner
caveman instinct kicked in in that emergency situation.

On the eighth day I saw some goats in the distance. The young shepherd girl
who was looking after them saw me and fetched her parents. Those kind people
took me to their camp and took care of me. Eventually, I discovered that I had
wandered 291 km off course.

It took my body two years to recover, but four years later, I was back at the race
again. Why? Because when I start something, I want to finish it.

Story Three

Looking back, I knew it wasn’t smart. I was alone on the deck of my fishing boat,
40 miles at sea, in the middle of the night. But I had work to do. I was trying to
move a big, heavy box, leaning back with all my might, when the next thing I
knew I went overboard, fell straight into the black Atlantic Ocean. I yelled as loud
as [ could, trying to wake up my buddy who was asleep below deck. But the boat’s
engine was too loud, already taking the boat far out of reach. I was alone in the
water.

Now, the first thing you’re supposed to do if you’re a fisherman and you fall
into the water is to kick off your boots. But I realized that my boots were not
pulling me down. In fact, my thick, green rubber boots were lifting me up.

So, I had an idea what to do: I pulled off my left boot, turned it upside down,
raised it above the waves, then plunged it back into the water, trapping a big air
bubble inside. Then I tucked the boot under my armpit and did the same thing with
my right boot. It worked — they kept me afloat.

At daybreak, my fishing partner woke up, discovered I was missing, and imme-
diately called the Coast Guard for help. The search was not easy: nobody knew
where I was because my buddy didn’t know when or where I had disappeared. But
everyone was doing their best to look, even the fishermen in the area. Finally,
12 hours later, a helicopter search team spotted me bobbing in the water — bobbing
along with my rubber boots.

The heading “Survival Stories” tells you the basic, overall topic of Part 1: All three
texts deal with how someone got into a dangerous situation and how they were
found and rescued from it.

How to answer questions in 1-7 words or numbers is explained on page IV (“Hin-
weise und Tipps zur Zentralen Prifung”).

Hints for the individual solutions

1 After a brief description of the accident itself (cf. Il. 1—4), the speaker informs
us about the effects of the accident in Il. 5/6. Even though it's not explicitly
stated in the task, mentioning one effect is enough here.

2 From the very first line of the text we know that Sako is a dog. Name one of
the things he does to save his owner’s life. Some keywords are “warm” (I. 8),
“body heat” (I. 8) and “freezing” (I. 9), “avoid dehydration” (l. 9), “prevented”
(Il. 8/9) and “protected” (I. 12).

3 The task requires two answers, and the recording provides four options to
choose from. You can find all of them in the very last sentence of the first
story (cf. Il. 18—-20).

4 Inthe beginning, the speaker talks about her run through the Sahara desert.
Everything seems to be okay until the word “[bJut” (I. 26) introduces what went
wrong: a wind turned into a storm, the landscape changed and she was lost
(cf. Il. 26—30).

5 Two of her strategies are mentioned in Il. 31/32 (“I drank the water as slowly
as | could and would only walk during the cooler hours of the day.”) and one
in I. 36 (“eating snakes and lizards raw.”)

6 Make sure you understand the question correctly: you need to write down
how the speaker “was [...] rescued” (passive voice). So everything she did ac-
tively (eating snakes, drinking water, etc.) can’t be the correct answer. There
was some help from others, which is described in detail in Il. 38—40.

7 Listen for the keyword “work” (I. 45). When the man tried to do the work, he
“went overboard, fell straight into the black Atlantic Ocean.” (l. 47)

8 You should listen up when the keyword “boots” is first mentioned in I. 52, right
after the description of the accident. What the speaker does with his boots is
described in a lot of detail in Il. 54—57 but you’re not expected to give such an
exact answer. It's enough to write down that his boots kept him above water
(cf. Il. 53, 57).
