(4) _____________________ Two months later he returned for another three-day surf-

ing trip, spending five hours a day on the board. 

During the second world war many of the American soldiers posted in Pearl Harbor were 

introduced to surfing. The number of people practising this sport steadily increased. In the late 55 

1950s, film-makers became interested, and the sport continued to gain popularity as Holly-

wood movies about surfing proved to be a hit with the audience. (5) _____________________ After Ha-

waii became a state, more and more tourists came and wanted to learn to surf in Waikiki. 

Today the surfing season continues all year round. You can watch surfers on each island, but 

some of the world’s best surfing competitions are held on Oahu’s north coast in November 60 

and December, when the swell produces the biggest waves. If you want to take up the sport 

yourself, numerous surf camps and schools offer their services on all the major islands.
