Ein ganzes Jahr lang
wird der Erndhrungswissenschaftler und Buchautor nicht mehr im Internet aktiv sein, nicht
mehr bloggen, posten, teilen, twittern und auch keine selbst gefilmten Kochvideos auf
seinen YouTube-Kanal hochladen.

Mit einem Masterplan kehrt Jan Rein aus seinem einjdhrigen Screen-Sabbatical zu-
riick. Fiir YouTube dreht er keine Videos mehr, sondern verlinkt nur noch seinen Blog. E-
Mails checkt er nur noch einmal tdglich. Maximal eine Stunde verwendet er darauf, auch
wenn die Inbox noch nicht geleert ist. Die sozialen Netzwerke nutzt er privat nur noch, um
mit seinen Verwandten in Brasilien zu kommunizieren. Ansonsten lanciert er dort am spi-
ten Nachmittag eine gute Stunde lang seine Food-Themen.

Seitdem hat Rein geniigend Zeit, Sport zu treiben, spazieren zu gehen oder seine
Freunde zu treffen. Er wolle, so sagt der Giefener, kein ,,Internet-Bashing* betreiben. Die
neuen Technologien brichten viele Vorteile, erforderten aber von jedem Einzelnen einen
reflektierten Umgang. ,,Meinen Weg habe ich gefunden, ich bin ausgeglichener und fiihle
mich frei.” [...]

Noch sind freilich viele von uns verstrickt in den Fingen des Netzes, verheddert im
digitalen Gespinst. Durchschnittlich 196 Minuten tédglich klebte jeder Deutsche im Jahr
2018 am Bildschirm seiner digitalen Begleiter — eine Verdreifachung innerhalb der letzten

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zehn Jahre. Rund 80-mal greifen wir pro Tag zum Smartphone. Einer Studie der Techni-
schen Universitdt Miinchen zufolge haben 85 Prozent der Bundesbiirger ihr Smartphone
immer griffbereit, 25 Prozent haben es rund um die Uhr bei sich.

Die Studie ,.Freizeit Monitor 2018 bestitigt, dass das digitale Leben einen immer
groBeren Stellenwert einnimmt. Es dominiert die Liste der Aktivitdten, die sich in den
letzten fiinf Jahren groBerer Beliebtheit erfreuen. Ganz oben rangiert als Zeitfresser das
Smartphone mit einem Zuwachs von rund 80 Prozent, gefolgt von Internet-Anwendungen
und sozialen Netzwerken.

Studien belegen, wir verbringen heute rund ein Drittel weniger Zeit mit Freunden, um
gemeinsam einem Hobby nachzugehen, als vor Beginn der Digital-Ara.

In this task you have to write an email to the members of your workshop group at your
American partner school. You should inform them about the situation in Germany. Read
the text carefully and underline the information given on the use of digital media and on
attempts to reduce the time spent in the virtual world. Address your email to your fellow
students. Keep in mind that you are supposed to give an outline of the current situation, so
omit minor details. Start off with an introductory sentence containing the topic and the
source.

Mention the following points:

People in Germany are spending more and more time on the internet.

Excessive use of the mobile phone, surfing the internet and the use of social media are
the major time consumers.

This trend has led to a cutback in spare time for social activities and recreation.

It is not known whether digital consumption might impact our mental health e. g. by
causing loneliness or depression.

Some people like Jan Rein abstain from the use of the internet for some time to change
their habits when they start using it again.

Some users are increasingly questioning the value of their online activities and are
developing strategies to achieve a greater balance between real life and virtual reality.

— Actions taken by users to achieve more thoughtful use:

limit the time spent answering emails or researching certain topics

use social media only for specific purposes

e reduce the number of platforms you regularly use (e. g. YouTube)

o replace online time with real life experiences

Dear members of the workshop,

I would like to inform you about recent trends in the use of digital
media in Germany. In an article published in the magazine Focus in
2019 I read that many Germans seem to lose themselves in the online
world. The text outlines the negative aspects of an extensive use of
digital devices as well as ways to reduce the time spent on the internet.
On average Germans spend more than three hours a day looking at
their digital devices. People spend most of their time looking at their
phones to surf the internet and use social media. As a result, individ-
uals have less time to spend on social activities and recreation. At the
moment nobody knows what impact this trend might have on our men-
tal health or whether this dramatic increase in digital consumption
might cause loneliness or depression.

Some users of digital media who are fed up with navigating the endless
spaces of the internet are trying to re-establish a balance between real
life and virtual reality. They are increasingly questioning the value of

Material: Ted Chiang: The Truth of Fact, The Truth of Feeling (excerpt from the
short story, 2019)

The story is set in the near future.

When my daughter Nicole was an infant, I read an essay suggesting that it might no longer
be necessary to teach children how to read or write, because speech recognition and syn-
thesis would soon render those abilities superfluous. My wife and I were horrified by the
idea, and we resolved that, no matter how sophisticated technology became, our daughter’s
skills would always rest on the bedrock of traditional literacy.

It turned out that we and the essayist were both half correct: now that she’s an adult,
Nicole can read as well as I can. But there is a sense in which she has lost the ability to
write. She doesn’t dictate her messages and ask a virtual secretary to read back to her what
she last said, the way that essayist predicted; Nicole subvocalizes, her retinal projector
displays the words in her field of vision, and she makes revisions using a combination of
gestures and eye movements. For all practical purposes, she can write. But take away the
assistive software and give her nothing but a keyboard like the one I remain faithful to,
and she’d have difficulty spelling out many of the words in this very sentence. Under those
specific circumstances, English becomes a bit like a second language to her, one that she
can speak fluently but can only barely write.

It may sound like I'm disappointed in Nicole’s intellectual achievements, but that’s
absolutely not the case. She’s smart and dedicated to her job at an art museum when she
could be earning more money elsewhere, and I’ve always been proud of her accomplish-
ments. But there is still the past me who would have been appalled to see his daughter lose
her ability to spell, and I can’t deny that I am continuous with him.

It’s been more [than] thirty years since I read that essay, and in that period our lives
have undergone countless changes that I couldn’t have predicted. The most catastrophic
one was when Nicole’s mother, Angela, declared that she deserved a more interesting life
than the one we were giving her and spent the next decade crisscrossing the globe. But the
changes leading to Nicole’s current form of literacy were more ordinary and gradual: a
succession of software gadgets that not only promised but in fact delivered utility and
convenience, and I didn’t object to any of them at the times of their introduction.

So it hasn’t been my habit to engage in doomsaying whenever a new product is an-
nounced; I’ve welcomed new technology as much as anyone. But when Whetstone re-
leased its new search tool Remem, it raised concerns for me in a way none of its predeces-
sors did.

Millions of people, some my age but most younger, have been keeping lifelogs for
years, wearing personal cams that capture continuous video of their entire lives. People
consult their lifelogs for a variety of reasons — everything from reliving favorite moments
to tracking down the cause of allergic reactions — but only intermittently; no one wants to
spend all their time formulating queries and sifting through the results. Lifelogs are the

most complete photo album imaginable, but like most photo albums, they lie dormant ex-
cept on special occasions. Now Whetstone aims to change all of that; they claim Remem’s
algorithms can search the haystack by the time you’ve finished saying “needle.”

Remem monitors your conversation for references to past events and then displays
video of that event in the lower-left comer of your field of vision. If you say “Remember
dancing the conga at that wedding?” Remem will bring up the video. If the person you're
talking to says “The last time we were at the beach,” Remem will bring up the video. And
it’s not only for use when speaking with someone else; Remem also monitors your subvo-
calizations. If you read the words “the first Szechuan restaurant I ate at,” your vocal cords
will move as if you’re reading aloud, and Remem will bring up the relevant video.

There’s no denying the usefulness of software that can actually answer the question
“Where did I put my keys?” But Whetstone is positioning Remem as more than a handy
virtual assistant: they want it to take the place of your natural memory. [...]

How will it change a person’s conception of herself when she’s only seen her past
through the unblinking eye of a video camera? Just as there’s a feedback loop in softening
harsh memories, there’s also one at work in the romanticization of childhood memories,
and disrupting that process will have consequences.

The earliest birthday I remember is my fourth; I remember blowing out the candles on
my cake, the thrill of tearing the wrapping paper off the presents. There’s no video of the
event, but there are snapshots in the family album, and they are consistent with what I
remember. In fact, I suspect I no longer remember the day itself. It’s more likely that I
manufactured the memory when I was first shown the snapshots, and over time, I’ve im-
bued it with the emotion I imagine I felt that day. Little by little, over repeated instances
of recall, I’ve created a happy memory for myself.

Another of my earliest memories is of playing on the living room rug, pushing toy cars
around, while my grandmother worked at her sewing machine; she would occasionally
turn and smile warmly at me. There are no photos of that moment, so I know the recollec-
tion is mine and mine alone. It is a lovely, idyllic memory. Would I want to be presented
with actual footage of that afternoon? No; absolutely not. (933 words)

closing remark

In your outline you need to concentrate on the main aspects of the new futuristic tech-
nology described in the text. Avoid quotations and close reference to the excerpt of the
short story. Your introductory sentence should mention the author, title of the story,
source of publication and the topic concerned. In order to provide a shortened version
of the original, you need to omit unnecessary details or examples and use abridgement

techniques.
The following aspects are important:

— new technology: software that creates texts from silently formed words (subvocali-

sation); words are projected within the eye via a retinal projector

— body-worn cameras have been videotaping people’s lives in so-called lifelogs for

years
— Remem is a new search engine for lifelogs
— activates photographic memory

— uses speech recognition (subvocalisation) to show events from the past

— available for a number of purposes
— possibly influences people’s identity in a negative sense

Ted Chiang’s story “The Truth of Fact, The Truth of Feeling”, pub-
lished in New York in 2019, presents a futuristic view of a techno-
logy which uses software that turns words in a user’s mind into
written text and brings up videos from people’s memories.

The narrator observes how both he and his daughter are affected by
new, supposedly innovative technologies. At the core of this is a
software which transforms thoughts into speech and writing.
Therefore, it is no longer necessary to teach children how to read
and write. Assistive software has replaced the need to dictate mes-
sages or write them down; instead texts are generated by silently
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formed (subvocalised) words being caught and displayed on a reti-

nal projector. The text can furthermore be edited by gestures and

eye movements. As a result, children are barely able to write any-

more and have lost their ability to spell. The reliance on digital

technology, in the narrator’s view, not only means a loss of tradi-

tional skills but also makes people dependent on special devices

and related software.

Another development is so-called lifelogs, which contain personal lifelogs and body-
records of people’s daily lives that can be employed for a number ~ WOrn cameras
of purposes. The videos are captured by a wearable camera. There

is the practical side to this, in that you can find your lost keys, but

in these lifelogs you can also recapture favourite experiences like

birthday parties or fond memories of childhood or interactions with

relatives; even health issues can be addressed.

The Whetstone company has developed a new search engine en-  “Remem” used to
abling and encouraging people to get involved in lifelogs. This is ~ Search memories
made possible by “Remem” which uses subvocalisation to search

for people’s memories and suggests videos to replay the memories.

However, Remem also replaces people’s natural memory, which

might lead to ways of remembering that are emotionless. People’s

identity is influenced to a degree that they might lose romantic and

beloved memories altogether. (320 words)

The second assignment requires an analysis that covers the way the author conveys

the narrator’s attitude towards (futuristic) technology. Focus on the stylistic devices.

The results of your analysis need to be structured and presented in a coherent way,

backed up by appropriate quotations.

General attitude towards modern technology:

— narrator not hostile to modern technology but shocked by some consequences

— traditional literacy in danger of being lost (his daughter as an example: limited
writing capabilities observed)

— ambivalent attitude, difference between past and present

— in favour of useful technology

— averse to developments gone too far

— criticism of the search engine’s impact on people’s daily lives

Stylistic devices used to express it:

— positive and negative connotations

— repetition

— imagery, metaphors, proverbs and comparison

— rhetorical question
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
