Die Priifung in Englisch besteht aus zwei Teilen mit mehreren Aufgaben in un-
terschiedlichen Kompetenzbereichen, von denen einige in der Gewichtung be-
sonders relevant sind.

e Imersten Teil der Priifung wird das Horverstehen in zwei Aufgaben iiberpriift.
e Im zweiten Teil werden Leseverstehen, Wortschatz und Schreiben iiberpriift.

Wieviel Zeit habe ich fiir die Priifungsteile und wie ist die Bewertung?

Insgesamt hast du ca. 120 Minuten Zeit fiir die Bearbeitung aller Priifungsteile. In
Priifungsteil 2 werden zusitzlich 10 Minuten sogenannte Bonuszeit zur ersten
Orientierung gewdhrt. Da du bei der Schreibaufgabe zwischen zwei Teilaufgaben
wihlen kannst, kommen auf3erdem noch 10 Minuten Auswahlzeit dazu.

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should keep their cultural traditions or rather adapt to a British lifestyle. Al-
though most members of ethnic minorities are well-integrated, they still some-
times face discrimination, for example on the job market or in housing. Unfor-
tunately, in recent years, prejudices and hate crimes against ethnic minority
groups have increased, especially against people of Muslim faith.

Britain’s relationship with the EU:

Britain’s relationship with the EU has been quite
complicated. Britain joined the EEC in 1973 —
however, just two years later, the first referen-
dum was held about whether or not the UK
should really stay in the EEC. Although a ma-
jority voted “yes” at the time, a lot of Britons
never really identified with Europe. Many had the impression that the UK paid
more to the EU than it got back or were worried that the European influence
would grow too strong. Euroscepticism increased dramatically when more and
more immigrants from Eastern Europe came to the UK in the early 2000s. In
the European elections in 2014, the right-wing UK Independence Party won the
most votes. It exploited people’s fear of immigration and xenophobic prejudices
and created a strongly anti-EU climate. In 2016, a referendum was held in which
a very small majority of the British population voted in favour of leaving the
European Union. On 31 January 2020, the UK formally ended its EU member-
ship, and in 2021, the new “Trade and Cooperation Agreement” (Handels- und
Kooperationsabkommen) between the UK and the European Union came into
effect.

So far, the economic consequences of Brexit do not look good for the UK: It is
estimated, for example, that in the years since the 2016 referendum the British
economy grew 5 % less than that of other comparable countries.

Interestingly, the majority of young Britons had voted to remain in the EU and
is not happy at all about Brexit. In some parts of the UK, such as Scotland or
Northern Ireland, the majority of people would also have liked to remain in the
EU. As a result, the wish to become independent from the UK might become
stronger in these countries (however, in 2022, the Supreme Court decided that
the Scottish Parliament won’t be allowed to hold a referendum about independ-
ence without the consent of the UK Parliament in London).

Education system:

British children have to attend school from the ages of 5 to 16. From 5 to 11,
they attend primary school, later they go on to secondary school. Most pupils
attend a comprehensive school which is open for pupils of all abilities. In some
