Versuche, eine komplette Aufgabe in 150 Mi-
nuten zu bearbeiten — diese Zeit steht dir auch in der Priifung zur Verfii-
gung. Kontrolliere erst danach deine Lésungen.

Die Horverstehenstexte der Original-Priifungen stehen dir auf der Platt-
form ,,MyStark* als MP3-Dateien zur Verfiigung.

Im ActiveBook (ebenfalls auf der Plattform ,MyStark) findest du zahl-
reiche interaktive Ubungsaufgaben, mit denen du sprachliche Grundlagen
wie Wortschatz und Grammatik am PC oder Tablet trainieren kannst.
Deinen personlichen Zugangscode zur Plattform ,,MyStark findest du auf
den farbigen Seiten vorne im Buch.

Bei der Web-App ,,MindCards* handelt es sich um interaktive Vokabel-
kértchen, mit denen du hilfreiche Wendungen zum Schreiben und Spre-
chen ganz einfach mit dem Smartphone oder Tablet wiederholen kannst.

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Textproduktion

Der Priifungsteil C (Text Production) beinhaltet das Verfassen eines zusammenhéingenden
Textes. Typische Arten der in der Priifung zur Anwendung kommenden Textproduktion sind:

— der personliche Brief bzw. die personliche E-Mail (informal letter/email)

— der Geschiftsbrief bzw. die geschéftliche E-Mail (formal letter/email)

— das Bewerbungsschreiben in Verbindung mit dem Lebenslauf (letter of application
and curriculum vitae)

— der strukturierte, zusammenhéngende, aufsatzahnliche Text (structured text)

Im Priifungsteil C kannst du zwischen drei unterschiedlichen Themen wihlen, wobei zu einem
Thema ein zusammenhingender Text mit einem Mindestumfang von 150 Wortern zu verfas-
sen ist. Es gibt keine Festlegung, welche der verschiedenen Arten der Textproduktion gene-
rell Bestandteil der Priifung sind. Daher ist es sinnvoll, die Merkmale aller zu beherrschen.

1 Persoénlicher Brief/Persénliche E-Mail (informal letter/email)

Form und Sprache von privaten Briefen und E-Mails werden bestimmt von der personlichen
Beziehung zwischen Absender und Empfinger. Sie dhneln oft einem vertrauten Gesprich auf
schriftlicher Basis. Die Briefe/E-Mails in den Priifungsaufgaben sind oft an einen fiktiven
englischsprachigen Freund oder eine Freundin gerichtet — du kannst hier also einen etwas
zwangloseren Sprachstil verwenden. Im Worterbuch wird solcher Wortschatz mit informal
(inf) gekennzeichnet. Begriffe, die den Zusatz formal (fin/form) haben, sind fiir diese Text-
sorte weniger geeignet. Wortschatz ohne Sprachstilangabe ist jedoch universell verwendbar.
Weiterhin sind Kurzformen (it’s/we’re/don’t/didn’t etc.) typisch fiir personliche Briefe und
Mails.

Gerade bei Briefen wird die duflere Form deines Textes oft mitbewertet. Du solltest also wis-
sen, dass der Aufbau eines personlichen englischen Briefs etwas von der eines deutschen Briefs
abweicht. Unterschiede betreffen:

— die Angabe der Adresse des Absenders (ohne Namensnennung)
— die Datumsangabe (verschiedenste Formen sind gebréauchlich)
— die GroB3schreibung des ersten Wortes nach der Anrede
