Da es 2020 aufgrund des Corona-Virus nur 
dezentrale, von den Lehrkräften erstellte Prüfungen gab, konnten hier keine Ori-
ginal-Aufgaben abgedruckt werden. Die Sammlung von Original-Prüfungsauf-
gaben in diesem Band bietet dir dennoch umfangreiches Material, dich selbststän-
dig und gezielt auf die Prüfung 2021 vorzubereiten. 

Mithilfe der Prüfungsaufgaben kannst du testen, ob du für den „Ernstfall“ ge-
rüstet bist. Versuche, eine komplette Aufgabe in 90 Minuten zu bearbeiten – die-
se Zeit steht dir auch in der Prüfung zur Verfügung. Kontrolliere erst danach 
deine Lösungen. Hast du viele Fehler gemacht bzw. hat dir die vorgegebene Zeit 
nicht gereicht, arbeite die Aufgaben noch einmal durch. Wenn du nur sehr we-
nige oder gar keine Fehler gemacht hast, kannst du ganz entspannt in die Prüfung 
gehen.

In fact, one of the lions was really cheeky. It actually licked the sides of our 
cars. The other group just left because they were afraid the lions would damage 
their car, I guess. But Anne and I … we stayed. You know … to finish that video. 10 

But, of course, after a while, we wanted to move on, too. 
So … I turned the car key. 
But … nothing happened. No lights blinked. The engine didn’t roar. “I guess 

the car battery’s low,” Anne just said to me. Oh man, we were … unable … to 
move. And the lions were still there. 15 

And only seconds later, one of them was next to my door. And another one 
was next to Anne’s door. Staring at Anne, that is! And … that was … when we 
started to freak out. 
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We believed the lions now saw us as food … food in a box. And just as I was 
thinking that, the lion next to Anne started staring at the door handle! Well, and 20 

then, it … opened the door. 
Yeah, right. Anne was right next to one of South Africa’s most dangerous ani-

mals – with nothing to protect her! 
The next things happened very fast: I reached over Anne and closed her car 

door. I then tried to lock all the doors. But guess what? The locks didn’t work! 25
