Vorwort

In fast allen Bundesldndern finden - teilweise bereits seit vielen Jahren - zentrale schriftliche
Abschlussarbeiten in den Fdchern Deutsch, Mathematik und Englisch in den Klassen 9 (Haupt-
schulabschluss) und 10 (Realschulabschluss) statt.

Fir die Vorbereitung dieser Abschlussarbeiten kdnnen wir Lehrkrdfte mittlerweile auf eine Fiille

von Materialien aus unterschiedlichen Verlagshdusern zuriickgreifen. Viele Schulen nutzen dazu
insbesondere das breite Angebot eines Verlags, dessen auffdllig rote Vorbereitungsbdnde neben
den sechs bis sieben letzten Priifungsarbeiten der jeweiligen Bundesldnder auch Ubungsaufgaben
enthalten, die wie die Priifungsarbeiten angelegt sind und jdhrlich variieren.

Wir Lehrkrdfte sind natirlich froh, dass uns solche Materialien zur Verfiigung stehen und verbringen
bereits viele Wochen vor den schriftlichen Priifungen damit, unsere Neunt- und Zehntkldssler mit
allen méglichen Ubungsformaten vertraut zu machen und sie bestmdglich vorzubereiten.

In Englisch bestehen die Priifungen in der Regel aus den vier Hauptbereichen Listening Comprehen-
sion, Reading Comprehension, Use of Language und Guided Writing. In einigen Bundesldndern gibt es
auch noch den Teilbereich Speaking.

Gerade aber bei den Priifungsbereichen Use of English, z.B. bei der Erstellung oder Teilergéinzung
von Dialogen beim Guided Writing, dem selbststdndigen Schreiben eines Textes nach Leitpunkten,
zeigt sich immer wieder, dass vielen Schiilerinnen und Schiilern wichtiges Basisvokabular und
Satzmuster fehlen, um solche Aufgaben erfolgreich zu bewdltigen. Hierzu geben die o.g. Ubungs-
hefte keine zusdtzliche Unterstiitzung. Bei den Musteraufgaben wird vorausgesetzt, dass die
Lernenden die notigen Techniken bereits beherrschen.

Mit dem vorliegenden Material werden Schiilerinnen und Schiiler zum einen fiir Wortfelder und
sprachliche Grundstrukturen in gdngigen Dialogsituationen sensibilisiert. Zum anderen erfahren sie,
wie sie z.B. Verben und Adjektive nutzbringend einsetzen konnen. Es werden Wege aufgezeigt,

wie sie mithilfe von adverbialen Formen, Konjunktionen, Interjektionen, rhetorischen Fragen und
Redewendungen abwechslungsreiche, lebhafte und spannende Texte schreiben konnen, die letztlich
zu guten Ergebnissen, insbesondere im Guided Writing, fiihren. Davon konnten sich einige meiner
Kolleginnen und Kollegen und ich selbst uns schon vor Erscheinen dieses Bandes beim Erproben der
Materialien Gberzeugen.
